| recently had the privilege to attend the auction at John
Twist's University Motors in Grand Rapids, Michigan. In
case there is anyone reading this that doesn't know John, he
is and has been for years one of the foremost authorities on
MG mechanical issues. His expertise is legend! Circum-
stances had ganged up on him and forced him to close his
once thriving and expanding repair and restoration business.
The two major issues were that his wife who had always
been the one keeping the books and doing all the thankless
administrative duties of running a small business is strug-
gling with health issues. She had always carried half the
load keeping the business on track and often shouldered the
bigger end of the load. The second major blow was the eco-
nomic downturn suffered by the whole country and Michigan
perhaps in particular. No matter how much you love your
business and how proud you are of it, if it can't be made to
turn a profit then you must end it. So to attend the auction of
mostly memorabilia collected over many years was like go-
ing to a wake. Many old acquaintances from car shows we
have attended around the country were there. As usual John
had everything super organized and the first items showed
the bidding would be lively. Items | had found interesting
sold for three or four times what | had thought they might
bring. My bidding card stayed tucked deep in my pocket.
But since John had announced he would be forming a new
but smaller business in the near future, the mood was not
nearly as somber as | had feared.

The auction was a few months back but it has taken me this
long to reflect on my feelings and try to organize my
thoughts enough to share them. | first met John and wife
Caroline back in 1991 or 92 when we attended one of his
famous annual Summer Parties. Several hundred MG's from
all over the US and Canada were on display in neat precise
rows and John personally conducted the whole affair with
military precision. This was the first big national level show
we had attended and for us it set the bar that all other shows
have attempted to reach. We have missed more than we
have attended in subsequent years but have managed to make
it to a handful. | sincerely hope someday there will be an-
other.

His public speaking is just like his writ-
ings; entertaining, informative, spellbinding. I've heard him
tell basically the same stories more than once. I've also
watched several sunrises. No two are ever the same and my
interest is always captured. John is a salesman's salesman
and is always selling himself and his business. He is a show-
man in his standard military style shirt, Greek fisherman's
cap, shorts, and tiny rimless glasses that went out of fashion
decades ago. His voice is one that caries well and is full of
confidence and authority.
